| am directed to refer to CIL’s Letter NoCIL/CMO/47252(NP)/511 dated 7
May, 2009 on the above subject.

2 During the meeting of SLC(LT) held on 22/23.10.2008, the Committee,
inter alia, reviewed the status of linkages issued to CPPs but where neither
plants have not been commissioned nor the FSAs have been concluded. The
Committee had recommended cancellation of linkages of many cases where the
Committee felt that the linkage holder has not set up the project or where the
progress in setting up the project was not satisfactory. However, while approving
the minutes of the meeting, the Competent Authority had directed that these
cases may be revisited for further review and necessary action instead of
cancellation of linkages. CIL was accordingly directed to review these cases
and send their comprehensive status and recommendation to this Ministry.

3. Based on the status report forwarded by CIL vide letter dated 7.5.2008,
the matter has been reviewed in the Ministry. The Competent Authority has now
approved that the following course of action may be taken in respect of these 51

c) There are 19 cases . list of which is at Annexure-C, which do not fall in
either of the above category. In respect of these 19 cases, CIL should place their
name on their website along with their remarks and also send letters to the all
known addresses of those companies (Regd. Office, plant office etc.) asking
them to give detailed project status within 15 days and inform them that if no
such detailed status of setting up the project is submitted within 15 days, then the
linkage will be cancelled without any further notice. In respect of cases where
detailed status is furnished and where CPP and End Use Plant have both been
commissioned or likely to be commissioned within next 6 months, they may be
allowed to sign FSA as per provisions of NCDP. Otherwise, CIL should consider
recommending cancellation of such linkages and send a report to Ministry of
Coal informing action taken in respect of each case.

4 Ministry is taking further necessary action for issue of a communication
canceling linkages in respect of 25 cases appearing in Annexure-A. CIL is now
requested to take further necessary action in respect of 26 cases mentioned in
Annexure B and C of this letter. Action taken in the matter may please be
intimated to this Ministry.
