MINUTES OF THE 256 " MEETING OF THE STANDING LINKAGE
COMMITTEE (SHORT TERM) FOR CEMENT PLANTS HELD IN NEW
DELHI ON 18'" DECEMBER, 2007

List of participants is at Annexure-I.

2. Additional Secretary (LA) welcomed Additional Secretary (Coal). the
Chairman of SLC (ST). other participants and initiated discussions. He informed
that the meeting has been convened to decide coal allocations for the fourth
quarter of 2007-08 i.e. January-March, 2008 in respect of cement seclor.

3. AS(LA) i~formed that the New Coal Distribution Policy has been notified
on 18.10.2007, a copy of which is also placed on Ministry of Coal’s website for
information of all concerned. He informed that Coal Companies would be
gradually shifting to the procedure in the New Coal Distribution Policy, in a
phased manner, as per the time schedule prescribed therein. He indicated that as
most of the cement companies CPPs have already concluded FSAs. these FSAs
needs to be modified, in accordance with the provisions of the New Coal
Distribution Policy. He informed that Coal India has re-introduced E-auction
which will be done both on short term and long term basis. Cement sector, who
are in need of additional coal requirement could source their requirement through
e-auction, if they so desire.

4, AS(Coal) and Chairman, SLC(ST) welcomed all the participants. Ile¢
indicated that this meeting is the first meeting after the circulation of the New Coal
Distribution Policy. The New Coal Distribution Policy provides for conclusion of
FSAs which are commercial arrangements between coal companies and
consumers, and are binding on both parties. He informed that as Coal India is in
the process of finalizing the revised FSA, once the FSAs are in place. it will be
beneficial to both coal companies and the consumers.
3 The representative of CMA gave an overview of the cement industry’s
performance during the current financial year. He informed that during the year
2006-07 the cement industry (large plants) achieved a production of 155.66 MTs,
as against the productiojnh of 141.81 MTs during the year 2005-06, thereby
achieving a growth rate of about 9.8%. For the year 2007-08, the cement industry
(large plants) has been given production target of 172.71 MTs. He., however.
informed that as against pro-rata target of 100.79 MTs, the cement production upto
October, 2007 was only 94.66 MTs. He indicated that subject to availability of
raw material, particularly coal, the cement industry is likely to achieve that target
of 172.79 MTs fixed for the current financial year. During the period April-
October, 2007, the coal supplies to cement sector is 8.59 MTs as compared to 8.46
MTs during the corresponding year last year. In addition to coal. thev have also
procured imported coal, pet coal, lignite and indigenous coal for meeting the
overall demand of kiln and cement plants.
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
